Presidents’ Day (birthdays of George Washington and Abraham Lincoln) is celebrated on the 3rd Monday of
February. Americans call George

Washington “the father of the country’’. He was elected the first president.

Abraham Lincoln was the 16th president. Lincoln gave Negro slaves freedom with the Emancipation
Proclamation.

M arch

March 17th is St. Patrick’s Day. This holiday comes from Ireland because St. Patrick was the Irish saint. Many
people celebrate this holiday

by wearing green clothes in honor of St. Patrick. Some people even drink
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green beer!

April

Easter is a Christian holiday that is celebrated on a Sunday between

March 22nd and April 25th. Christians celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ. In the US, people attend
religious services and family picnics.

May

Mother’s Day on the second Sunday in May is a holiday to remember
mothers with cards, Dowers and presents.

June

Flag Day on June 14th is the anniversary of the adoption of the American Dag in 1777.
The third Sunday in June is Father’s Day in the United States. This is

a day when people remember their fathers with presents and cards.

July

The Fourth of July is a very important holiday in the US Americans
celebrate the independence of the thirteen American colonies from Great
Britain and signing of the Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776.
This holiday is the “birthday of the United States of America”.

Americans celebrate this day with fireworks and parades.

August

In August there are no holidays to celebrate. Many families go on vacation or have picnics or go to the beach.
September

Labor Day, celebrated on the first Monday in September honors all
working people in the US and Canada.

October

The 2nd Monday of October is Columbus Day, celebrating the historic trip of Christopher Columbus to the
Americas in 1492. Columbus

was Italian and this holiday is especially important to Italian-Americans.
October 31st is Halloween. Children in costumes go from house to

house saying “trick or treat”. The treat is usually a candy and tricks are
rarely done. A symbol of Halloween is the jack-o-lantem, which is made of
a pumpkin.

November

Thanksgiving Day is the 4th Thursday in November. On this day
Americans remember how the Indians helped the Pilgrims by teaching
them how to farm and hunt. On this day, they give thanks for their food,
their country, and their families.

December

December 25th is Christmas. Many people decorate their houses with
Christmas trees and lights and give presents to each other. Children hang
stockings for Santa Claus to fill with gifts.

The Contribution of the British Literature to the Worid Culture

British Literature made great contribution to the world culture. Great
Britain gave us such poets and writers as William Shakespeare, Walter
Scott, Charles Dickens, and others.

William Shakespeare

William Shakespeare, the greatest and most famous of English writers, and probably the greatest playwright,
was bom in Stratford-on-Avon

on April 23, 1564. Little is known about his childhood, but we know that
he was educated at the local Grammar School.

At the age of eighteen he married Anne Hathaway of Shottery and

lived in Stratford-on-Avon until he was about twenty-one. Then he went

to London. We do not know why he left Stratford-on-Avon. There is a story
that Shakespeare’s first job in London was holding rich men’s horses at

the theatre door.

Later, Shakespeare became an actor and a member of one of the chief
acting companies. Soon he began to write plays for this company and in

a few years became a well-known author. Many of his plays were staged at
a London theatre called The Globe. The theatres of those days were a lot
different. No scenery was used; there were no actresses at that time either.
All women’s parts were played by boys or men dressed in women’s

clothes.

Shakespeare’s experience as an actor helped him greatly in the writing of his plays.
Shakespeare wrote 37 plays. Among them there are deep

tragedies, such as Hamlet, King Lear, Othello, Macbeth, light comedies,
such as All's Well That Ends Welt, Twelfth Night, historical dramas, such
as Henry TV, Richard I11.

Most of Shakespeare’s plays were not published during his life. So

some of them may have been lost in the fire when the Globe burned down
in 1613.

Shakespeare spent the last years of his life at Stratford, where he died

in 1616. He was buried in the church of Stratford-on-Avon. In London
there is a monument to the memory of the great playwright in the Poets
Comer in Westminster Abbey. Shakespeare’s plays, translated into many
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languages are still performed on the stages of the best theatres of the
world.

Walter Scott

He is known as a great master of the historical novel. His novels give

a full picture of the history of England and Scotland.

His famous works are: Bob Roy, Ivanhoe, Kenilworth, and many others.
Charles Dickens

He is one of the best English writers of the 19th century. Dickens was
19 years old when he became a reporter. While he was working for his
newspaper he began writing sketches of the characters he had observed,
and in 1836 they were collected in a book Sketches by Boz.

In 1836 The Pickwick Papers was published and brought him fame.
Among his other famous works are Oliver Twist, David Copperfield,
and others.

William Somerset Maugham

He has written a large number of novels, plays, and short stories. He

has a natural gift for telling very interesting stories, which are all written in
a simple natural style that has made his works so popular. With the novel
The Moon and Sixpence his reputation as a novelist was established.
William Somerset Maugham is certainly one of the most talented writers.
His language is so simple but at the same time so rich!

It is impossible to tell in detail about all British writers who gave the
world wonderful masterpieces. We hope that maybe you would like to read
some of the books of the English writers we mentioned. We are sure that
you will enjoy them!

The Bell Schools in the UK

1. In 1955 Frank Bell started a school of English for overseas students in Cambridge. This was so
successful that in 1969 he opened another school in Bath and later others in Norwich and Saffron
Walden. All the schools of the Bell group aim (ctpemutses) to combine good teaching in attractive and
friendly surroundings. In 1973 the school in Bath became the Bell Educational Trust, a non-profit-
making educational foundation.

2. At the start of the course all students are given a test and an interview so that we can form the
right group for learning. When the school decides on the groups they consider levels of English,
nationality and the number of men
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and women so that each group forms a positive coherent learning unit. Each group has a
group tutor. This is the teacher who is responsible for the group and who plans the course
work. The teaching may be different at different levels. For example, advanced students
often need more practice with written work and elementary students need more oral
practice. However, the school tries to maintain a balance of four skills of listening,
speaking, reading and writing and students are encouraged to use English as much as
possible.

3.0ne of the features of the school approach to teaching English is the use of
questionnaires, interviews and projects. The students are taken out of the classroom to use
their English and they may find themselves interviewing people in the city centre or making
a video film about life in Bath.

4. Here are some of the subjects the school offers: English Literature, Making a
Magazine, Business English, the Media, Making a TV Programme, Music, Typing,
Ecology, History, Photography, Technical English. The subjects may change each term but
the School tries to offer as wide a range as possible. The aim of these lessons is to give
students the chance to study something of interest to them in English and this encourages
them to use English more.

At the end of the course each student receives a report which comments on progress,
attendance and attitude.

We are Students Now

We were admitted to the University because we passed the Unified State Exam at school
successfully. We didn’t have to take entrance examinations. Now we are first-year
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students of different faculties of the University. We are full-time students, but there are
also part-time and external students at the University who combine work and learning.
The course of studies for future Bachelors lasts four or five years. The academic year at
the University begins in September. It lasts ten months and ends in July. Each academic
year has two terms. At the end of each term students take credit-tests and terminal
examinations. Full-time students usually have their examination sessions in January and
in June.

There are a lot of subjects on the curriculum: History of Russia, Philosophy, Pedagogy,
Psychology, Computer Studies, Foreign languages, etc. Some of the subjects are rather
difficult, so we work hard and do our best. Some subjects are very interesting.

We study six days a week: on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and
Saturday. Sunday is our day off. Our classes usually begin at 8 o’clock in the morning.
Every day we have got a lot of lectures and seminars.As a rule we attend all of them and
don’t miss classes. Some students work inthe laboratories and carry out different
experiments. The others have regular computer classes.

The University has a library and there are many thousands of books in it. There we can
prepare for the next day’s classes, write a report or a project (a course paper). Those who
do well at their studies receive a state grant. We devote our spare time to the University
social activities and take part in cultural life of the University.
